	Disability Awareness Sunday 2026

Churches across the UK are being invited to take part in Disability Awareness Sunday 2026, with the release of a free, creative new resource available to download from Christian charity “Through the Roof” (www.throughtheroof.org).
The 2026 theme, ‘One Body, Many Parts’, draws on 1 Corinthians 12 and celebrates the truth that the Church is not complete without disabled people. The official date is 27 September 2026, though churches are encouraged to take part on any Sunday that works for them.


	

	
Visit of the President and Vice-President of the Methodist Conference
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At a well-attended gathering at St John’s, 41 people enjoyed the thoughtful and strategically aware reflections of the President and Vice-President of the Methodist Conference.
Basing his comments on Chapter 13 of the First Epistle to the Corinthians, the President emphasised the importance of love – Christian love. He reminded those present that such love is:
· Kind
· Not envious
· Not boastful
· Not arrogant
· Not rude
· Not self-seeking
· Not easily angered
· Keeping no record of wrongs
· Rejoicing in the truth
· Always protecting, trusting, hoping and persevering
The President explained that these qualities together reflect God's love. By living in this way, Christians give expression to God's purpose for humanity. They are, in essence, the embodiment of the command to "love your neighbour".
He urged those present to be brave and not fearful of speaking out against injustice. Christians should work together to take practical action and not rely solely on words, important though words are.
To illustrate this point, he encouraged church members to engage with those who come through their church doors and to ask what issues and challenges they face in their daily lives.
The Vice-President reinforced the President's message, suggesting that Christians should aspire to be "servant leaders". He encouraged churches not to be hesitant in challenging injustice and urged meaningful engagement with civic leaders and politicians through direct contact, correspondence and attendance at constituency surgeries.
Both speakers highlighted the wealth of resources and policy material available through the Methodist Church website, particularly through the work of the Joint Public Issues Team (JPIT). They noted that anyone can access carefully developed Christian perspectives on a wide range of social issues, together with professionally produced resources suitable for use in worship, study groups and church meetings.
Several people contributed questions and comments, making the session lively, relevant and interactive, while giving the speakers opportunities to apply their reflections to real-life situations.
Although a complete attendance record was not taken, it was encouraging to see representation from a number of churches. These included St John's, Llandudno; St John's, Conwy; Old Colwyn Methodist Church; Gloddaeth Church; St David's, Craig-y-Don; and representatives of the local Baptist churches.
Deacon Linda Brown closed the meeting with a well crafted  prayer.
Thanks were given to Rhian and her steward team for hospitality ,Graham Morgan for acting as convenor ,Alan Gordon for staging and media and of course President Richard Andrew and Vice President Matthew Forsyth for the generosity of time they afforded us.
